FLU SEASON PRECAUTIONS 
This year’s flu season has produced more health concerns 
than usual because of the presence of the H1N1 flu virus.  
There have been concerns brought to us by parishioners 
and notices sent by the Archdiocesan Chancery Office 
regarding taking precautions against contracting or 
spreading the flu virus. 
 

For the sake of the public health we are asking all extra-
ordinary ministers of the Eucharist to use the hand sani-
tizer that is available in the sacristy before distributing 
Communion.  Also, during the flu season we will be 
omitting the Sign of Peace during the Mass and will not 
have the distribution of the Precious Blood at Commun-
ion time. 
 

Finally, if you suspect you are sick, stay at home and     
do not attend Mass until you feel healthy.  Missing Mass 
due to illness is not sinful; it is prudent and shows a re-
spect for your brothers and sisters.  Staying at home and 
watching Mass on television, praying devotional prayers 
such as the rosary or the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, mak-
ing a spiritual Communion, or other pious practices are 
ways to still give honor to the Lord’s Day when unable to 
attend Mass. 
 

Note for Eucharistic Ministers:  Since we will not require 
ministers for the Precious Blood, please watch the bulle-
tin for schedule changes.
