Presenter: Victor Klimoski, Ph.D. is the Director of Lifelong Learning at Saint John's School of Theology and the
Benedictine Center of St. Paul’s Monastery. He holds a doctorate in adult education from the Univ. of Minn. and
works extensively at the national level as a group facilitator and project consultant.

Topic: The Daily Call To Conversion: The Power of Witness In his Rule. St. Benedict argues that to be faithful
disciples of Christ, one must practice conversatio - a daily commitment to conversion. He believed that the pursuit
of this discipline was a powerful witness to the Church's preaching of the Gospel. This time of retreat will examine
more deeply St. Benedict's instruction and its implications for how we proclaim the truth of the Church by the qual-
ity of our lives.
